Total Arts Film Festival - A History

Total Arts is Cambridge Junction’s fortnightly arts group for disabled young people. Total Arts engages and empowers young people
through high quality artistic activity led by the young people and supported by professional artists, achieving strong artistic
outcomes, and enhancing the confidence, communication and well-being of the young people involved.

In 2017 for the first time, Total Arts organised a screening at the Light Cinema Cambridge of their own films and the films made as
part of a term-long film-making project Cambridge Junction embarked on with Spring Common Academy. In 2018 the first full Film
Festival took shape. Every year, Cambridge Junction work with many groups of young people with a range of complex needs to
produce original short films, which are showcased at the Festival.

The 2022 Festival

Not even COVID-19 could stop the creativity and originality of Total Art's participants, who worked throughout lockdown to continue
to create new content. The team and the festival are back and bigger than ever with so many comedic, gripping, thought provoking
and hard-hitting new films and music videos to share, made by groups of young people with a range of complex needs. Since 2020
we have run workshops in SEND (Special Educational Needs and Disabilities) and hospital schools, Alternative Provisions, and with
those who are NEET (Not in Education, Employment or Training), working with over 400 young people, and creating some incredible
films and music videos, many of which are being shared at the festival.

Across the two-day Festival we have a range of screenings, talks, film-making and behind-the-scenes workshops, award ceremonies,
and relaxed parties.

Cabins - Comberton Village College

The Cabins at Comberton Village College aims to be
a centre of excellence for students with autism.
Students aged 11 - 18 are supported at Cabin,
which offers a range of support - individual learning,
small group teaching and support in mainstream
lessons. Cabin’s mission is to meet student’s
individual needs and build their confidence and
skills.

Cabins - Melbourne Village College

Cabin provision at Melbourne Village College
supports students with all types of special
educational needs and/or disabilities (SEND). The
college supports students in their learning and in
developing social and emotional skills, supporting
mental health and emotional/mental wellbeing
support, life skills teaching and more.

Cabins - St Peter’s School

St Peter’s is a secondary school in Huntingdonshire
which supports pupils with and without SEND. SEND
support at the school includes 1:1 or small group
learning, extra support in lessons, a Learning
Support Mentor for every child with a SEND
statement of EHCP (Educational, Health and Care
Plan), as well as access to educational psychologists,
and a range of therapies.

Castle School

Castle school is an all-age Special School in
Cambridge for pupils with a wide range of complex
learning difficulties. All pupils have a statement of
special educational need, and Castle provides
specialist education that aims to prepare students
for life in the wider community by offering an
exciting, progressive, and supportive school
environment.

MEET TIHE MAKERS

Granta School

Granta is a community area special school in Linton
which caters for pupils aged 3 to 19 years old. Each
of the pupils have very individual needs and Granta
personalise their curriculum to suit, offering a
sensory approach curriculum, a high level of therapy
support and adult support.




Olive AP Academy

Olive AP Academy is an alternative provision for
ages 11-16 with a centre in Cambridge that
supports up to 35 secondary learners. These young
people have experienced difficulties with their
learning and behaviour in mainstream school and
have been permanently excluded from mainstream
education.

Red Balloon

Red Balloon is an alternative provision setting for
young people aged 11-16 that have self-excluded
themselves from mainstream school due to severe
depression or social anxiety. Red Balloon enable
young people to negotiate their curriculum and how
they approach education with mental well-being,
restoring confidence and developing resilience to
successfully handle future education, work, or
training, being at the heart of what they do.

Romsey Mill

Romsey Mill is a Cambridge-based Christian charity,
started in 1980, that works with children, young
people, and families, many of whom are facing
significant challenges in their lives. They work with
participants to develop their skills and to enable
their progress towards training, work, and positive
involvement in the community.
